Machine characteristics: A dozer, also
referred to as a bulldozer or crawler, is a
heavy piece of construction equipment

used for pushing large quantities of soil,
sand, rubble, or other such material during
construction work. Dozers are equipped with
a substantial metal blade. It travels most
commonly on continuous tracks, providing
excellent mobility and stability on rough
terrain.

Applications: Land clearing, grading and
levelling, earthmoving, road construction,
shaping terrain, demolition.

Used in: Construction, Demolition, Mining,
Landscaping.
