Machine characteristics: A motor grader,
sometimes called a grader or road grader,
is a narrow multipurpose construction
machine used to flatten a surface during
grading projects. The working principle of
a motor grader machine is that it uses its
mouldboard, or blade, for rough or fine
grading.

Applications: Earthmoving, road
construction and maintenance, slope
maintenance, spreading and levelling
soil and gravel to prepare the base for
construction projects.

Used in: Construction, Earthmoving, Mining,
Landscaping, Road Building.
